Responsible Scholarship:
1. The curiosity, integrity, and cooperation of all students are important to the success of everyone in the class.  

2. We will be concentrating on developing quality (not just quantity) in assignments. 

3. We will teach and expect higher level thinking skills, such as analysis, synthesis, and evaluation.

4. Plan ahead. If you procrastinate, you will not earn high grades. 

Homework / Late Work:
1. The amount and type will vary, expect homework 3-4 nights per week.

2. Homework is due at the beginning of class.

3. You may not e-mail us your work. It will be deleted, and we will expect a printed copy.
4. Late Homework: Each day an assignment is late, a 25% deduction will be made in addition to any normal deductions for quality/completeness. You MUST write LATE on the top of the paper with the assignment original due date and the date you are turning it in. This policy does not apply to project, essays, and assignments with an extended due date and multiple days working in class. 
5. Printer/ technology issues are not an excuse for late work. 

6. Keep all work until the end of the semester, so you have proof that you completed it and that the grade is accurate. 

7. 
Because of the new teacher evaluation system, some student work may be used as evidence and not returned. In these cases, you are welcome to arrange a time with us to discuss your work.

8. If an assignment is due on TurnItIn.com, you must also bring a paper copy unless told otherwise. 
9. All assignments are individual work, unless otherwise stated in class. Please see academic integrity/honest policy. 
Communication: You are always welcome to e-mail us; however, please keep in mind…
1. Your emails must have appropriate spelling/grammar and include a relevant subject, your name, and block.

2. If you need help on an assignment, you must e-mail us at least 24 hours before the due date. Otherwise, you will not get an answer in time.

3. You will always get a response when you e-mail us…even if it is just “Thanks” or “Got it.” If you do not receive a response, we did not receive your e-mail, so see us ASAP.

4. If you’re not at school, we’re probably not either. Please don’t email us at night expecting a reply before class the next day. 


Technology Information:

1. Documents from our websites are expected to be accessed and printed at home/school before class.
2. Per school policy, you are allowed to print up to 30 pages per month from a school computer.

3. Cell phone use in class: cell phones are to be silent and in backpacks during class time unless a teacher asks for cell phone use (i.e. online quiz) or during individual work time, as long as it is not a distraction to others. Distracting or unproductive use of cell phones in the classroom will result in loss of participation points. If it is an emergency, please quietly sign out and step in the hall to use your cell phone. 

Attendance / Make-up Work:
1. Regular attendance is extremely important because in-class activities are essential aspects of the course.  

2. If you have a pre-arranged absence, you must request assignments in advance and keep current with all aspects of the class. Students may be asked to submit long-term assignments (essay, project, etc.) before their absence. 

3. Starting the day you return, you have 1 day per day you were absent to complete your make-up work. You MUST write ABSENT, the original due date, the dates missed, and the date turned in on the top of the assignment. 
4. Each assignment (test, homework, warm-up, etc.) that is due the day you have an unexcused absence (skip) is a 0%.

5. It is your responsibility to immediately get the work, notes, and due dates you missed from the website or a peer and arrange a time with us to make up quizzes/tests.  

Tardies: If you are not in your seat when we start class, you will be marked tardy. If you are not silently preparing for the warm-up when we start class, you will lose participation points.
Grading: Grades can be viewed online through Family Access. It is your responsibility to check your grades regularly. Grades will not be rounded. Please do not ask.
