note: there is a difference between nature and action. Nature is our being; how we are as person. Action is our choice, what we do.

EVIDENCE SUPPORTING CLAIM

1. POLITICS: Governments are created to check the violent behaviors of man. Human life is: “nasty, brutish, and short.” Furthermore, if man was good, why doesn’t government work to eliminate the ills of human nature. For thousands of years we have fought wars and experienced great pain despite the collective force of resourceful governments. Lastly, people only react to the laws when there is force and fear behind the demands. We do not steal because we fear to go to jail. 2. ECONOMICS & EVOLUTION: Predator/Prey relations are a human behavior common to humans for thousands of years. The need to eat compels humans to find resources whether by the gun or shake of a hand. Early on our instinct was carnal. We hunted and stole meat from other game in the wild. In essence, the one fact of life is kill or be killed: this truth compels humans to perform acts of evil (killing, stealing, beating etc.) in order to survive. 

3. CULTURE & RELIGION: Western, Christian gospel defines humans as falling out of favor of the gods because of their choice to sin. As a result, all of humanity is born with evil and they must contend with God and community in order to overcome the human-devil like cravings. Humans also have a strong proclivity towards favoring in-groups and disfavoring out-groups.
